Summary: The New Century Club bui ld ing  i s  on p a r t  of t h e  Thomae 

~ l l e t  t o  Joseph H i l l  p roper ty  ( s e e  Summary #126),  t h a t  was s o l d  

by t h e  h e i r s  of Mary H i l l  t o  D r .  Henry Colesberry i n  1809. D r .  

Colesberry bought 61 f e e t  along Delaware S t r e e t  conta in ing  t h e  

b r i c k  house #200, and s o  far  as r eco rds  and t r a d i t i o n s  t e l l ,  t h e  

remainder of t h e  p l o t  mas vacant along t h e  s t r e e t ,  but  may have had 

a shop o r  o t h e r  b u i l d i n g s  a t  t h e  r e a r .  The deed, a f t e r  conveying 

I t h e  house (#200) and l o t ,  adds ,  " toge the r  with a l l  and s i n g u l a r  

I houses, bu i ld ings ,  gardens,  fences.. .*.*, t he  usua l  phras ing  i n  

deeds f o r  a house and ou t - bu i ld ings ,  but  may inc lude  dwel l ings  of 

l e s s e r  importance than  t h e  main house. 

I n  1826, D r ,  Co le sbe r ry ' s  daughter,  E l i zabe th  (marr ied t o  

Lorenzo Thomas) i n h e r i t e d  t h e  undivided proper ty .  I n  1851, E l i z a-  

beth and Lorenzo s o l d  the  whole t o  Howell J a  Terry,  who was a law- 

yer  o r  a n  o f f i c i a l  (even t h e  h e i r s  t a l k e d  t o  s o  f a r  a r e n ' t  s u r e  of  

h i s  occupation o r  p ro fes s ion ) .  

I n  1865, Howell Ter ry  so ld  #200 t o  Maria R e  Booth. He kept  

t h e  remainder of  t h e  p l o t  and b u i l t  t he  house t h a t  is now t h e  New 

Century Club, (So fa r ,  no h e i r  has been found who knows t h e  d a t e  

of  its e r e c t i o n ,  bu t  Miss Ann P l a t t ,  a granddaughter,  Is s a i d  t o  

know). The Terry h e l r s  s o l d  t o  t h e  N e w  Century Club i n  1916 f o r  

L $3,000. The bui ld ing  had not  been kept  i n  good r e p a i r ,  but  was

too  we l l- bu i l t  t o  need major renewal. The mothers and grand- 

mothers of present-day parsons i n  New Castle a re  quoted us say- 

ing t h a t  enough bricks went i n t o  the  house t o  bu i ld  a whole row; 

and as all the work was done by the day under s u p e r v i s i o n  o f  the

owner, i t s  c o s t  was excessive.  

The b u i l d i n g  is imposing a n d  in i ts  o r i g i n a l  form e x t e r n a l l y ,  

and although l a t e ,  seems a c o n s i s t a n t  example of i t s  time.
